All items must be separated by category and be curbside by 4:00 A.M. on Monday, October 21st, 2024. The trucks will cover each street once and will not return.  There will be no exceptions.  Any location not in compliance will not have the refuse picked up. NO TIRES WILL BE PICKED UP!!!

SEPARATE ITEMS INTO FIVE (5) DISTINCT CATEGORIES FOR PICK-UP AS FOLLOWS:
1. HOUSEHOLD ITEMS – ALL LOOSE ITEMS MUST BE IN GARBAGE CANS OR BAGS, not loose. DO NOT USE CARDBOARD BOXES.

2. WHITE GOODS – metals and appliances such as refrigerators, stoves etc.  Please remove all doors for safety reasons. Only one of each type appliance will be picked up at one location.  Metals should be cut to 6’ lengths.
3. TREE LIMBS, SHRUBS, BRUSH – not to exceed 3” in diameter and cut into 4’ lengths, bundled and tied.  NO STUMPS OR LEAVES WITH BRUSH.

4. LEAVES MUST BE BAGGED – please do not place leaves in cardboard boxes or mix other debris with them. They must be in brown compostable bag. Leaves in plastic bags WILL NOT be collected.
CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS WILL NOT BE COLLECTED.  This includes wood, doors, windows, sheet rock, trim, landscape ties, concrete blocks, bricks, or broken concrete.
ELECTRONIC MATERIALS: WE CAN NO LONGER ACCEPT ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT AT THE VILLAGE BARN OR DURING CLEAN-UP WEEKS. This includes televisions, computer monitors and equipment, fax machines, printers, scanners, cell phones, VCRs, DVRs, portable digital music players, DVD players, digital converter boxes, cable, or satellite receivers, electronic or video game consoles.  
OTHER HAZARDOUS MATERIALS SUCH AS OIL BASED PAINT, BATTERIES, PETROLEUM PRODUCTS OR CHEMICALS WILL NOT BE PICKED UP
Information regarding Hazardous Waste disposal for these items can be obtained by calling Orange County Department of Public Works 845-291-2640.  You can contact the County at their website, www.orangecountygov.com. 
PLEASE NOTE:  Any non-resident caught dropping refuse along our streets will be fined two hundred fifty ($250.00) dollars, as provided by law.  Please report any violators to the police immediately.

RULES REGARDING GARBAGE COLLECTION

Household refuse is collected on Monday for North Main St., South Main St. (except for the Business District on Main St.), and areas East of Main St. The Business District and all other areas of the Village will have refuse pick up on Tuesday. If a Holiday falls on Monday, household refuse for the entire Village will be picked up on Tuesday.

HYPODERMIC NEEDLES/SYRINGES:  Please do not discard new or used syringes with regular household garbage. All Medical Sharps can be taken to your local hospital for safe disposal. All hospitals are required to take them.  

WASTE RECEPTACLES:  Garbage MUST be placed in GREEN Village Cans. Any item left outside can will not be collected, no exceptions DO NOT PLACE GARBAGE CURBSIDE BEFORE 4 PM ON THE DAY BEFORE IT IS SCHEDULED TO BE COLLECTED.
DIRT, ROCKS, GRASS, WATER, CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS OR WOOD, ARE NOT ALLOWED TO BE PLACED IN CONTAINERS AT ANY TIME.  Appliances will only be collected during bulk pickup weeks.

GARBAGE WILL NOT BE COLLECTED IF ANY REGULATIONS ARE NOT ADHERED TO.
 MANDATORY RECYCLING PROGRAM
ALL RECYCLED PAPERS, BOTTLES, CANS, PLASTICS, ETC. WILL BE COLLECTED ON FRIDAYS, EXCEPT HOLIDAYS. 
This includes newspapers, junk mail, magazines, paper bags, brown Kraft paper, construction paper, notebook paper, computer and copy paper, cereal-type boxes, envelopes, paper bags, cardboard*, paperback books, hard covered books (remove covers and place in regular trash), telephone books, paper egg cartons, and shredded paper. DO NOT PUT PLASTIC BAGS IN RECYCLING BINS
Please place all recyclables into the BLUE recycling container. Any item left outside the container will not be collected. 
ALL ITEMS MUST BE WASHED.  This includes washed glass bottles (green, clear and brown), plastic containers with the recycling symbols (#1 through #7), metal cans (up to one gallon, emptied and cleaned with labels removed), aluminum foil and one time use aluminum pans and dishes, plastic milk and juice containers, juice boxes (the straws are regular trash), and white frozen food-type boxes.
